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This idiom is used when a plan, way of thinking, or something else disappears or stops completely.
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After he injured his leg, his plan to join the marathon went out the window.
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All my hard work went out the window when my computer crashed.
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Our holiday plans went out the window because of the typhoon.
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A: How was your job interview?
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B: | didn't do well. Any chance of getting the job has gone out the window.
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
