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This course focuses on discussing social and cultural topics
in English to deepen international understanding. Topics will
be chosen based on current events and student interests.
Course materials will include news articles, opinion pieces,
and other relevant sources.

Classes will be based on small group and class discussions.

The main goal of this course is to help students become more
comfortable expressing and explaining their opinions in
English across a variety of topics. By the end of the course,
students should:

* Gain confidence in discussing and debating issues in
English.

* Improve their ability to express complex thoughts clearly
and persuasively.

* Develop a better understanding of different perspectives
through discussion.

Textbook

Materials, including articles and other resources, will be
distributed in class based on the topics being discussed.
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This course will focus on providing students with
numerous opportunities to listen to a native speaker lecture
and to read from authentic sources such as English
news broadcasts or programs, newspapers or magazines.

Students are expected to be able to discuss / express
themselves fairly well in English on a variety of topics and to
participate in small group or pair work.
