We will use lectures and discussions to learn
about how Motown started in Detroit, and how it became so famous and influential. We will talk
about the special style of Motown music, important artists like the Supremes and Marvin Gaye,
and the musicians known as the Funk Brothers who helped create many hits. We will also discuss
the social changes that occurred during the 1960s and 70s and how Motown music connected
with these movements. Through this exploration, students will gain a deeper understanding of

the impact of Motown music on both its contemporaries and future generations.
